Possessions. Waste. Stress. This is the true story of how Jen took seven months, identified 77 areas
of excess and made seven simple choices to fight back against the modern-day diseases of greed,
materialism and overindulgence. Jen and her family spent 30 days on each topic boiling it down
to the number 7. Only eat 7 foods, wear seven articles of clothing, and spend money in 77 places.
Eliminate the use of 7 media types, give away seven things each day for one month, adopt 7 green
habits and observe “7 sacred pauses”. Along the way she discovered a greatly increased call
toward Christ-like simplicity and generosity. Her book 7 is funny, raw and not a guilt trip in the
making, but a call to consider what Jesus’ version of rich, blessed and generous might look like in
your life.

When Opal and
her preacher father (played by Jeff
Daniels) move to a small southern
town, she adopts a scruffy, fun-loving
dog named Winn-Dixie. The special
bond between them works magic on
her dad and the eccentric
townspeople they meet during one
unforgettable summer.

For more mature audiences (PG-13),
we have added Unbroken—the
unbelievable true story of Olympian
and war hero Louie Zamperini, who
along with 2 other crewmen survived
on a raft for 47 days after a near-fatal
plane crash during WWII—only to be
caught by the Japanese navy and sent
to prisoner of war camp. This film is a
story of survival, resilience and
redemption. Warning: some scenes
are graphic and may be difficult for
more sensitive and younger viewers.
